Y7 - Chaucer Road entrance onto field , down the slope to entrance at 
the back of room 119

Y8 - Main gate via curved path , to and through Assembly Hall, across 
courtyard up central staircase
Y9 - Staff car park entrance on left hand side , through the staff 
entrance by Construction and up the stairs to English
Y10 - Main gate up steps to main student entrance , through double 
doors by Attendance Office
Y11 - Staff car park on right hand side , round back of sports hall through 
amphitheatre up the rear -science stairs

Each Year Group Bubble has been given a designated entry point to 
school.   Parents are asked not to enter the school site either by foot or 
by car.   Year 7 parents are able to use the car park at the ò8 Foot Way 
public houseó, directly above the school site, to park vehicles should 
they wish to walk their child to the school gate.

Below is where students must arrive and leave the school site; staff will 
be on duty to support this process.  

Students arriving late to school will need queue at the main student gate.  
This will be clearly marked with social distanced space indicators.



Students will be provided with a coloured wristband to show which Year 
Group they belong to.  The colours are shown below:
Y7 - Based in Humanities & ICT ðBased in Maths and MFL
Y9 ðBased in English Y10ðBased in DT/RE and Art

We have made some slight changes to how the day will run.  This is to ensure all 

students are able to access social times within their Year Group Bubble. 

Upon arriving students will report to their classroom base ðplease note these will not 

be the same form rooms as last year.  Lists will be clearly printed on the day however 

timetables can be accessed in advance through the school holidays via MCAS.  

Students must go DIRECTLY to their base for tutor time at 8:30am

Students will not be allowed to mix with students outside of their Year Group Bubble.  

This includes where students have siblings in different year groups. For this reason 

each Year Group Bubble has an area of school for social times.  Students must go 

directly to their allocated zone by the routes they have been assigned. Students 

must remain in their allocated zone.

For the first two weeks we will not be operating any activities before or 
after school.  This will be reviewed and additional information shared to 
keep you informed. 

To prevent large numbers of students gathering at social times, students 
will be allowed to go to the toilet during lesson times.

When visiting toilets during lesson times they must go directly to the toilet 

then return directly to their bubble using the most direct route.

Upon returning to school we are taking every precaution we can to 
maintain a safe environment for all our students and staff.  We will be 
ensuring all areas of school are regularly sanitised especially high -touch 
areas , and as we have already described students will be remaining in 
specific areas of school.  

Our teachers will be moving between bubbles to ensure our curriculum 
is delivered by the specialist teams needed to enable all students to 
make swift progress once back in the classroom s.  To ensure the safety 
of staff and in line with government guidelines all adults will be observing 
2 metre distance from one another and students, where possible, to 
maintain the integrity of the ôbubble systemõ.   For this reason staff will be 
predominantly teaching from the front of the classroom rather than 
moving between students as they normally would , and may wear items 

of personal protective equipment as required.

Classrooms will be organised so all desks are forward facing and 
students are not facing one another in group settings as they may have 
prior to lockdown.  Again this is in line with government guidelines for 
returning to school.

It is essential that all parental contacts details are accurate to facilitate 
contact if a child becomes unwell. We will have a space in each 
bubble to allow children to be seen if unwell however we will not 
have a central medical room where a child can sit if they feel unwell,  
as we cannot mix children from different bubbles. At this point a 
decision will need to be made to either return them to class or to send
them home.

School will be nurturing and look out for all young people as they return 
to school. Where young people do not follow the expectations, 
particularly around COVID 19 Health and Safety G uidelines, contact will 
be made with parent/carer to support and if necessary the young 
person will be removed from site.

Meetings/Parents visiting site - parents are asked not to attend site 
without a prior appointment so that we can manage the number of 
people on site and to minimise the number of people waiting to be 
seen. Parents are asked to phone or email staff directly to enable as 
many queries to be resolved without the need for a face to face 
meeting.



September start dates  
We will be returning to school with different timings for the first few days.  This is to 

enable all students to become familiar with how the bubbles will operate and 

enable all year groups to experience lessons and a lunch time under the new 

system.

Uniform 

We will expect students to wear trousers/skirt/shirt/shoes in line with our school 

uniform policy and a tie that is available to buy from school. 

We would normally expect everyone to wear full uniform every day including a 

blazer but have agreed that due to difficulty placing orders students will not need 

to wear a blazer until October half term . 

Students will not be allowed to wear sweatshirts or hoodies inside the school 

building. 

We are working with School Trends to ensure that orders can be placed early in 

September for delivery before October half term.

PE Kit

Chaucer PE kit has also been difficult to order during this time so again until 

October half term students only need to have plain leggings or tracksuit bottoms 

and a plain t -shirt for PE. 

On days that your child has PE they should arrive at school in their PE kit so they do 

not have to use changing room areas.

Equipment 

Students will be provided with a pack of equipment including 

pens/pencils/rubber/ruler/whiteboard and whiteboard pens as well as a pack of 

subject specific resources which they will keep with them and need to bring to 

school every day.
